History of Holi

Holi is an ancient festival of India and was originally
known as 'Holika'. The festivals finds a detailed
description in early religious works such as Jaimini's
Purvamimamsa-Sutras and Kathaka-Grhya-Sutras.
Historians also believe that Holi was celebrated by
all Aryans but more so in the Eastern part of India.

It is said that Holi existed several centuries before
Christ. However, the meaning of the festival is
believed to have changed over the years. Earlier it
was a special rite performed by married women
for the happiness and well-being of their families
and the full moon (Raka) was worshiped.

Calculating the Day of Holi

There are two ways of reckoning a lunar month-
'purnimanta’ and 'amanta’. In the former, the first
day starts after the full moon; and in the latter, after
the new moon. Though the amanta reckoning is
more common now, the pumimanta was very much
in vogue in the earlier days.,

According to this purnimanta reckoning, Phalguna
purnima was the last day of the year and the new
year heralding the Vasanta-ritu (with spring starting
from next day). Thus the full moon festival of Holika
gradually became a festival of merrymaking,
announcing the commencement of the spring season.
This perhaps explains the other rfames of this festival
- Vasanta-Mahotsava and Kama-Mahotsava.

Reference in Ancient Texts and Inscriptions

Besides having a detailed description in the Vedas
and Puranas such as Narad Purana and Bhavishya
Purana, the festival of Holi finds a mentjon in Jaimini
Mimansa. A stone incription belonging to 300 BC
found at Ramgarh in the province of Vindhya has
mention of Holikotsav on it. King Harsha, too has
mentioned about holikotsav in his work Ratnavali
that was written during the 7th century.

The famous Muslim tourist - Ulbaruni too has
mentioned about holikotsav in his historical
memories. Other Muslim writers of that period
have mentioned, that holikotsav were not only
celebrated by the Hindus but also by the Muslims.

Reference in Ancient Paintings and Murals

The festival of Holi also finds a reference in the
sculptures on walls of old temples. A 16th century
panel sculpted in a temple at Hampi, capital of
Vijayanagar, shows a joyous scene of Holi. The
painting depicts a Prince and his Princess standing
amidst maids waiting with syringes or pichkaris
to drench the Royal couple in coloured water.

A 16th century Ahmednagar painting is on the
theme of Vasanta Ragini - spring song or music. It
shows a royal couple sitting on a grand swing,
while maidens are playing music and spraying
colors with pichkaris.

There are a lot of other paintings and murals
in the temples of medieval India which
provide a pictoral description of Holi.
For instance, a Mewar painting (circa 1755)
shows the Maharana with his courtiers.
While the ruler is bestowing gifts on some
people, a merry dance is on, and in the center
is a tank filled with colored water. Also, a Bundi
miniature shows a king seated on a tusker and
from a balcony above some damsels are showering
gulal (colored powders) on him.

Legends and Mythology

In some parts of Jndia; specially in Bengal and
Orissa, Holi Purnima is also celebrated as the
birthday of Shri Chaitanya Mahaprabhu (A.D.
1486-1533). However, the literal meaning of the
word 'Holi' is 'burning’. There are various legends
to explain the meaning of this word, most
prominent of all is the legend associated with
demon king Hiranyakashyap.

Hiranyakashyap wanted everybody in his
kingdom to worship only him but to his great
disappointment, his son, Prahlad became
an ardent devotee of Lord Naarayana.
Hiaranyakashyap commanded his sister,
Holika to enter a blazing fire with Prahlad in her
lap. Holika had a boon whereby she could
enter fire without any damage on herself.
However, she was not aware that the boon
worked only when she enters the fire alone.
As a result she paid a price for her sinister
desires, while Prahlad was saved by the grace
of the god for his extreme devotion. The
festival, therefore, celebrates the victory of good
over evil and also the triumph of devotion.

Le end of Lord Krishna is also associated with

play with colors as the Lord started the tradition
of play with”ealgurs by applying colour on his
beloved Radha and other gopis. Gradually, the play
gained popularity with the people and became a
tradition.

There are also a few other legends associated with
the festival - like the legend of Shiva and
Kaamadeva and those of Ogress Dhundhi and
Pootana. All depict triumph of good over evil -
lending a philosophy to the festival.
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Holi Pooja takes place a day before the Holi Festival.
This day is called as 'Holika Dahan'. There is no
special pooja performed on the Holi day. This day
is only meant for celebrations and play of colors.
Holika Dahan is the major ritual performed at the
time of Holi which is also considered an important
Holi Puja. People light bonfires on the eve of Holi
festival to celebrate the victory of 'good' over 'bad’
which is called Holika Dahan.

Holi Pooja Process or Holika Dahan Process

Holika Dahan preparations begin almost 40 days
before the festival. People start gathering woods
on the important crossroads of the city. Holi Pooja
or Holika takes place on an auspicious time in the
evening a day before the Holi festival. Given below
are the steps and rituals for the Holi Pooja:

Holi Pooja can be pleﬁormed at any place.

Alog of wood is kept at a prominent public place
on the Vasant Panchami day.

People extend the log centre with twigs, dried
leaves, branches of trees and other combustible
material. W\

On the day of Holika Dahan, an effigy of Holika
and Prahlad is placed on the huge heap of woods.

Effigy of Holika is made of combustible material
while Prahlad’s effigy is made of non-combustible

material.

_On the eve of Holi, the heap is set alight and the
people chant Rakshoghna Mantras of the Rig Veda
to cast away the evil spirits.

Left over ashes are collected by people next
morning. These ashes are considered holy and are
smeared on the limbs of the body as Holi Prasad.

Smearing of body limbs is an act of
purification.

Holi Pooja is performed in a different manner in
some communities. Marwari women offer Holi
puja in the afternoon and evening i.e. before setting
fire to 'Holika'. It is called 'Thandi Holi'. The whole
puja process is considered very auspicious for the
married women. It ensures well-being and healthy
life of their husband.

Spirit of Holi

The sight of Holi is so beautiful to watch; as the
entire atmosphere gets filled with the clouds of
colours...And, as if to match with the cheerful mood

of the people nature itself wears its best and most
colourful clothes.

The energy of the people as they move out in
groups, playing dholaks, singing songs in their
highest possible pitch; completly drenched in
colours but more so in the spirit of Holi - throwing
gulal and abeer in the air and on the feet of their
elders as a mark of respect- it is this spirit of the
festival that makes it so delightful and memorable.

Colorful Legen}‘* .

The legend from which the tradition of playing
colours started is full of colours in itself. The story
goes that the very colourful Indian god, Lord
Krishna was jealous of his soul mate Radha's fair
complexion, since he himself was very dark.

Naughty young Krishna complained to his mother
Yashoda about this injustice of nature. To placate
the child, doting mother asked Krishna to apply
colour on Radha's face and change her complexion
according to his choice.

Playful and mischievous Krishna appreciated the
idea and implemented it. The game of applying
colours thus gained so much popularity that it
became a tradition and later it turned out to be a
full fledged festival.Till date, lovers desired to
colour and be coloured by their mates. The
application of colours has in a way become an
expression of love.

Holi Celebrations

The festival of colours is extremely popular amongst
children. They eagerly wait for a prey with a bucket

- full of colour water, an ever ready water jet-

pdpularly called a pichkari and loads of colour
packets to give vent to their mischief nature.

Rather, the festival i not confined to any age group
for old, young and kids everybody turns as naughty
as the other on the day. Play with colour continues
till every inch of all participants is coloured and
the person becomes virtually unrecognizable.

The spirit of the festivities knows no bound
particularly in houses which witness the arrival of
a new bride. For everybody wishes to play Holi
with her. At some places there is a tradition in
which the first Holi after marriage is played in the
brides maternal house. There too, the enthusiasm
for Holi is at its peak. 23
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The Legend of Holika and Prahlad
The Legend

There was once a demon king by the name of
Hiranyakashyap who won over the kingdom of
earth. He was so egoistic that he commanded
everybody in his kingdom to worship only him.
But to his great disappointment, his son, Prahlad
became an ardent devotee of Lord Naarayana and
refused to worship his father.

Hiranyakashyap tried several ways to kill his son

Prahlad, who kept chanting the name of Lord
Naarayana all this while, came out unharmed, as
the lord blessed him for his extreme devotion.

Thus, Holi derives its name from Holika. And, is
celebrated as a festival of vic?ry of good over evil.

Holi is also celebrated as the triumph of a devotee.
As the legend depicts that anybody, howsoever
strong, cannot harm a true devetee. And, those
who gare torture a true devotee of god shall be
reduced to ashes.

Celebration of the Legend

Even today, 1Eeople enact the scene of 'Holika's
burning to ashes' every year to mark thegvictory of
good over evil.

In several states of India, specially in the north,
effigies of Holika are burnt in the huge bonfires
that are lit. There is even a practice of hurling cow
dungs into the fire and shouting obscenities at it
as if at Holika. Then everywhere one hears shouts
of 'Holi-hai! Holi-hai!".

The tradition of burning 'Holika' is religiously followed
in Gujarat and Orissa also. Here, people render their
gratitude to Agni, the god of fire by offering gram
and stalks from the harvest Wit¥l all humility.

Further, on the last day of Holi, people take a little
fire from the bonfire to their homes. It is believed that
by following this custom their homes will be rendered
pure and their bodies will be free from disease.

At several places there is also a tradition of cleaning
homes, removing all dirty articles from around the
house and burning them. Disease-breeding bacteria
are thereby destroyed and the sanitary condition
of the locality is improved.

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Significance of Holi

In spite of being such a colourful and gay
festival, there are various aspects of Holi which
makes it so significant for our lives. Though
they might not be so apparent but a closer look
and a little thought will reveal the significance
of Holi in more ways than meets the eyes.
Ranging from socio-cultural, religious to
biological there is every reason why we must
heartily enjoy the festival and cherish the
reasons for its celebrations.

So when, its time for Holi, please don't hold
yourself back and enjoy the festival to the hilt
by participating with full enthusiasm in every
small tradition related to the festival.

Mythological Significance

Holi gets us close o our religion and our
mythology as it is essentially the celebration
of various legends associated with the festival.

Foremost is the legend of Prahlad and
Hiranyakshyap. The legend says there once
lived a devil and powerful king,
Hiranyakshyap who considered himself a god
and wanted everybody to worship him. To his
great ire, his son, Praﬂ]ad began to worship,
Lord Vishnu. To get rid of his son,
Hiranyakshyap asked his sister, Holika to enter
a blazing fire with Prahlad in her lap, as she
had a boon to enter fire unscathed. Legend
has it that Prahlad was saved for his extreme
devotion for the lord while Holika paid a price
for her sinister desire. The tradition of burning
Holika or the 'Holika dahan' comes mainly
from this legend.

Holi also celebrates the legend of Radha and
Krishna which describes the extreme delight,
Krishna took in applying colour on Radha and
other gopis. This prank of Krishna later, became
a trend and a part of the Holi festivities.

.M‘)}'ﬁ‘iol“agy also states that Holi is the

celebration of death of Ogress Pootana who
tried to kill infant~Krishna by feeding
poisonous milk to it.

Another legend of Holi which is extremely
popular in Southern India is that of Lord Shiva
and Kaamadeva. According to the legend,
people in south celebrate the sacrifice of Lord
of Passion Kaamadeva who risked his life to
revoke Lord Shiva from meditation and save
the world.

Also, popular is the legend of Ogress Dhundhi
who used to trouble children in the kingdom
of Raghu and was ultimately chased away by
the pranks of the children on the day of Holi.
Showing their belief in the legend, children
till date play pranks and hurl abuses at the
time of Holika Dahan.

Cultural Significance

Celebration of the various legends associated
with Holi reassure the people of the power of
the truth as the moral of all these legends is
the ultimate victory of good over evil. The
legend of Hiranyakashyap and Prahlad also
points to the fact that extreme devotion to god
pays as god always takes his true devotee in
his shelter. All these legends help the people
to follow a good conduct in their lives and
believe in the virtue of being truthful. This is
extremely important in the modern day society
when so many people resort to evil practices
for small gains and torture one who is honest.
Holi helps the people to believe in the virtue
of being truthful and honest and also to fight
away the evil.

Besides, holi is celebrated at a time of the year
when the fields are in full’hloom and people
are expecting a good harvest. This gives a
people a good reason to rejoice, make merry
and submerge themselves in the spirit of Holi.

Social Significance

Holi helps to bring the society together and
strengthen the secular fabric of our country.
For, the festival is celebrated by non-Hindus
also as everybody like to be a part of such a
colouful and joyous festival. Also, the tradition
of the Holi is that even the enemies turn friends
on Holi and forget any feeling of hardship that
may be present. Besides, on this day people
do not differentiate between the rich and poor
and everybody celebrate the festival together
with a spirit of bonhomie and brotherhood. In
the evening people visit friends and relatives
and exchange gifts, sweets and greetings. This
helps in revatalising relationships and
strengthening emotional bonds between people.

Biological Significance

It is interesting to note that the festival of Holi
is significant for our lives and body in many
other ways than providing joy and fun.

We also need to thank our forefathers who
started the trend of celebrating Holi at such a
scientifically accurate time. And, also for
incorporating so much fun in the festival. As
Holi comes at a time of the year when people
have a tendency to feel sleepy and lazy. This
is natural for the body to experiences some
tardiness due to the change from the cold to
the heat in the atmosphere. To counteract this
tardiness of the body, people sing loudly or
even speak loudly. Their movements are brisk
and their music is loud. All of this helps to
rejuvenate the system of the human body.

Besides, the colours when sprayed on the body
have a great impact on it. Biologists believe
the liquid dye or Abeer penetrates the body
and enters into the pores. It has the effect of
strengthening the ions in the body and adds
health and beautyto'it.

There is yet another scientific reason for
celebrating the Holi, this however pertains to
the tradition of Holika Dahan. The mutation
period of winter and spring, induces the growth
of bacteria in the atmosphere as well as in the
body. When Holika is burnt, temperature rises
to about 145 degrees Fahrenhiet. Following the
tradition when people perform Parikrima
(circumambulation or going around) around
the fire, the heat from the fire kills the bacteria
in the body thus, cleansing it.

The way Holi is celebrated in south, the festival
also promotes good health. For, the day after
the burning of Holika people put ash (Vibhuti)
on their forehead and they would mix
Chandan (sandalpaste) with the young leaves
and flowers of the Mango tree and consume
it to promote good health.

Some also believe that play with colours help
to promote good health as colours are said to

stern-Physicians and doctors believe that
fof % healthy body, colours too have an
important place besides the other vital
elements. Deficiency of a particular colour in
our body causes ailment, which can be cured
only after supplementing the body with that
particular colour. People also clean-up their
houses on Holi which helps in clearing up the
dust and mess in the house and get rid of
mosquitoes and others pests. A clean house
generally makes the residents feel good and
generate positive energies.
